This defect report describes several omissions in the attached text.  References are noted therein.





NATURE OF DEFECT:	


ISO/IEC 10175 is currently being implemented in the products of several companies.  This implementation experience has identified areas where essential elements have been omitted.  The attached text describes those omissions, and proposes solutions in most cases.

NATURE OF DEFECTS AND SOLUTIONS PROPOSED BY SUBMITTER:	


Omissions that have been discovereded in Part 1 of DPA are described below, followed where possible by specific changes proposed to correct the omissions.


1	clause 9.1.5.56 (new),  page 99  [line number in editor’s copy:  848+	


Problem: The OctetString datatype and octetStringSyntax definitions were omitted from DPA; this is inconsistent with the rest of the DPA datatypes, where syntaxes are defined for all of the ASN.1 primitive types in order to enhance the extensibility of DPA.


Solution proposed:  Add a new subclause (9.1.5.56) to provide these definitions in the same form as the other subclauses of  9.1.5 defining syntaxes for ASN.1 types.  Incorporate the OctetString and octetStringSyntax definitions in Annex C, define an OID for the octetStringSyntax in Annex A, and import it into Annex C.





2	clause 9.2.1.12,  page 108  [line number in editor’s copy:  ~1140/41]	


Problem:  the Standard does not state how a client can specify that NO initial-value job is to be used; i.e., that the printer is NOT to use its printer-initial-value-job  to set defaults when the client has not specified an initial-value-job.


Solution proposed:  add a statement prior to final paragraph to indicate that the client may specify the value ’generic-none’ to instruct the printer not to use its printer-initial-value-document to set default values.





3	clause 9.2.8.2,  page 129  [line number in editor’s copy:  1831+]	�	Annex A, page 301  [line number in editor’s copy:  1152+]


Problem:  the set of values defined for the job-state-reasons attribute is not sufficiently comprehensive to describe all of the common reasons for a job to be in the held, terminating, retained or completed state.


Solution proposed:  define the needed additional values.for the job-state-reasons attribute, and add those values to the table on page 129; define corresponding OIDs for these values, and add to the list in Annex A.





4	clause 9.3.2.24,  page 167  [line number in editor’s copy:  3094+]	


Problem:  the Standard does not indicate any way for a client to specify that NO initial-value document is to be used; i.e., that the printer is NOT to use its printer-initial-value-document  to set defaults when the client does not specify an initial-value-document.


Solution proposed:  add a statement at the end of the subclause to indicate that the client may specify the value ’generic-none’ to instruct the printer not to use its printer-initial-value-document to set default values.





5	clause 9.3.5.6 [new subclase],  page 180  [line number in editor’s copy:  3606+]	


Problem: Neither the job-state-reasons attribute nor any of the document attributes supply enough information to explain to a client why a document has failed to print.


Solution proposed: add a document-state-message to the document object to supply additional text information about a document’s state; this message will be used primarily when a document is completed with errors or is aborted.

Problem:  several values were inadvertently omitted from the list defined for medium-type.


Solution proposed:  Insert the omitted values to the table in 9.6.4 and add them to the OID assignments in Annex C:	�	drilled�	coated�	preprinted�	letterhead�	recycled�	covers





7	clause 9.6.7,  page 223-4  [line number in editor’s copy:  1431++]	�	Annex A,  page 308  [line number in editor’s copy:  1539+]


Problem: several values were inadvertently omitted from the list defined for medium-colour.


Solution proposed: Insert the omitted values in the table in 9.6.7, and add the values to the OID assignments in Annex C:	�	ivory�	beige�	red�	gray�	orange





8	clause 9 [subclause locations to be determined]			


Problem:  The text and attributes related to colour printers and printing was temporarily removed from DPA during reorganization of some of the text, in response to DIS ballot comments.  The text was to be aligned with ISO/IEC 10180 (SPDL), which was then awaiting completion by SC18/WG8; unfortunately, the colour printing attributes and text were never reincorporated in DPA.


Solution proposed:  Reincorporate the text and attributes related t
