3.1 Internet Printing Protocol (IPP) Project

Carl-Uno Manros reported that the IESG has now accepted two mgor 1PP/1.1 documents and they are
currently in the IETF Editors queue. The decision has been made that the documents will be published as RFCs.

The IPP Working Group plansto issue a press release that will come out at the same time as the RFC
announcements. This should be coordinated soon.

The next IETF meeting in August will discuss the | PP Natification documents aswell as afew others. Twelve
documentsin totd are dtill in the standards progression process.

A number of Linux implementers are holding a conference in Sunnyvae on July 27-28. Carl-Uno suggedtsthat it
would be very desirable to promote the adoption of IPP within Linux.

Thereaults of the “favorite IPP natification delivery method poll” showed a clear winner for email, with INDP
in second place.

Carl-Uno suggested that people should take alook at the IPP Products web page. Severa new products have
recently been added to thelist.
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3.2 Universal Printer Description File Format (UPDF) Project
The UPDF group il needs a Chair. Any interested individuals are encouraged to contact Don Wright.

Norbert Schade has temporarily volunteered to lead a smal group of font experts to work on a standard font
fileformat. He believes the group has identified a Sgnificant amount of the details required for resdent font
handling. Ther plan isto finish technica discussons at the September meeting and develop a proposal for
distribution and feedback from other vendors.

Norbert plans to prepare two or three sample fonts in the specified format by the October meeting in Boston.
He is much more concerned with the data structure needs rather than the specific encoding syntax. Currently,
the group is usng XML—but thisis open for reconsderation in the future,

The UPDF group definitely plans to meet at the October sesson. Many of the font vendors are located in the
Boston area.

Norbert urged the attendees to have their companies contact their font suppliers and request that they provide
fontsin the new [UPDF-defined] format. Unless thisis done, Norbert is concerned that there will not be
aufficient judtification for the font vendors to convert from existing formats.

3.3 Printer MIB Project (PMP)

Ron reported that IraMcDondd will lead the effort for editing the fina(!) Printer MIB draft modifications.
Hopefully, the draft will be submitted for Last Cal by the end of the week. It isintended to be forwarded as a
Draft Standard.

Don Wright reported that the 1394 PWG group is currently in the process of balloting on the IEEE 1394.3
specification. At Friday’s meeting, the group will discuss plansfor a Printing Profile document.
