4. Agenda bashing 22 

No change to the agenda were suggested. 23

5. Overview of recent schema changes 25 
Pete showed the root of the updated schema is now ‘System’. Under ‘System’ there are Devices, 26 
Agents, Managers, SystemStatus, SystemDescription, SystemConfiguration, and Services. 27 
SystemStatus/Description/Configuration are no longer derived from the Services’ base classes. 28 

•••• SystemConfiguration – no change from System level.  29 
o    Each service now has service-specific configuration which is a sequence of subunits 30 

applicable to the service. Every Service now has ‘Processors’ subunit, e.g. of a print 31 
engine/imaging co-processor, but not a system CPU.  32 

o    FaxModem, OutputTray, Finisher subunits should be removed from Scan Service 33 
Configuration. Scan Service does not have a marker, couldn’t have an OutputTray neither 34 
Finisher. Scan Service’s InputTray is modeled as ‘ScanMediaPath’ – a printed media. 35 
InputTray must contain media to be marked, OutputTray must contain media that have 36 
been marked. 37 

o FaxInConfiguration is missing InputTray. 38 
o FaxOutConfiguration has InputTray for printing confirmation page. 39 
o OutputChannel should be removed from PrintServiceConfiguration. 40 
o ‘Processors’ should be removed from Resource Service Configuration. The only subunit 41 

that could be involved in processing is Console. 42 
o The Interpreter of Transform Service means transformer. 43 

•••• SystemDescription –  44 
o We discussed which elements should be in the following four categories: (1) the system 45 

element has the value global to all services, (2) the system element has the default value of 46 



that in all services, (3) the system element has the roll-up of all services, (4) the system 47 
element has the value that can be overwritten by each specific service. 48
