 Bill reviewed comments and ported that all comments are incorporated into the new 46 
revised version:ftp://ftp.pwg.org/pub/pwg/mfd/wd/lcrc-mfdreq10-20100722.pdf , except 47 
that <service> applied only where Service was part of a term such as "Service Job 48 
Ticket" that becomes <service> Job Ticket. "The Service scans the first sheet." Stays 49 
unchanged. 50 

 Bill will fix the placement of “Job Originator” in the right ordering in the terminology 51 
list. 52 

 We agreed to all updates made.  53 

 Bill will ready the Requirement document for PWG final vote. 54

7. Discuss Copy Service Last Call Comments 56 

 Terminology – Pete will refer all terms used to the Overall document and add notes to 57 
describe how the terms are mapped to their corresponding XML Schema elements. 58 

 Section 6 – 59 
o Agreed to change “The PWG Semantic Model” to “MFD System” 60 

o Pete will reference the Overall document for the rationale for the statement: "Each 61 
job has exactly zero document.",  62 

 Section 7.3.3 – 63 
Line 488-489 - Elements of CopyJobProcessing that are outside the yellow 64 
box are said taken from PrintJobProcessing and are described in the MFD 65 

Overall document, but such descriptions do not exist in the Overall 66 
document yet. 67 

o The Overall document has description for the Elements of Imaging Service Job 68 
Processing, but not the common elements for MFD service Job Processing. 69 

o AI: Bill to add in Overall document the description of these common Job 70 

Processing elements for MFD services. 71 

 Section 10.2.1 72 
o The conformance statement will be clarified to state that “Conforming 73 

implementations MUST implement all of the model objects and their containing 74 
mandatory elements as defined in this specification in the indicated sections:” 75 
The two Copy Service model objects MUST be implemented are Copy Service 76 

and Copy Job. 77 
o Section number for Copy Job will be fixed as Section 7. 78 

 Security Consideration Section 79 
o Pete rejected the comments and no consensus was reached for the final resolution 80 

for both subsections.  81 

o A possible resolution considered at the meeting is to simply reference the Overall 82 
document about the protection document data, and consider the roles of 83 

administrator, user, and document owner for security aspects of operations in 84 
general. For Copy Service specifics, simply mentions that Copy Service model 85 

does not expose digital document data for access, but the internal digital 86 
document data may exist and should be protected.  87 

o This issue will be further discussed in the upcoming face-to-face meeting when 88 
there are more participants present. 89
