Update of DMTF/CIM Printing MOFs

Continuing Phases 2 and 3 of the CIM Realignment Activity
• Fix definitions of ambiguous properties, deprecate non-interoperable properties; move

properties to correct parent class
• Add needed management items that are available through existing printer management

methods (e.g., MIBs & IPP)

• Creating MOFs for PDM Devices/Services
• Need to determine whether this should be under WIMS or PDM working groups
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• Need to determine whether this should be under WIMS or PDM working groups

Schedule (3 mo between completing MOF and TC approval)
• DMTF Technical Committee approved Printer Device Changes and additions–March 2008
• Informational Best Practices in creating new CIM Classes and properties – Deferred
• DMTF Technical Committee approved Counter MOF - June 2008
• Extend work register to MFD and PDM (Summer 2008)
• Submission of PDM related MOFs (Late 2008)
• Print Service Changes and additions- TBD (need “point” person)
• PrintJob, PrintQueue, and -PrintSAP. Changes and additions – TBD (need “point” person)

 Some counters have a more general applicability (e.g., down time)
 Do some such counters already exist within CIM?
 Should the counters we intend to add be located in an CIM area where

usable by other devices, services (perhaps beyond scanners, copiers
etc); considerations in class construction?
